Thanks for passing this on.

This realisation helps me to understand why so many hate 'the West'.

 

Maybe it's how intelligence have to behave in trying to do their job amongst all the ramifications of human wickedness, but it certainly does not empower them as assemblers of evidence for a court supposedly seeking the truth through the application of justice.

 

In the case of Lockerbie you need to remember that the US public had been conditioned for years by the group under Vincent Cannistrarro which was set up by Pres. Professional conditioning of that sort is difficult to resist because it comes with the 'assurance' of approval by the executive.
